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Installing the App: 

¶ Go to your app store (Android: Google Play, iPad/iPhone: App Store, Microsoft/Windows: Microsoft 

Store) and search for Libby, by OverDrive. Install the app. 

¶ Once the app has installed, open the app. 

Find a Library: 

¶ On the welcome screen, Libby will guide you to your digital library. First, Libby will ask if you 

have a library card, tap on Yes if you have your card. Next, you will find your library, tap Iôll 

Search for a Library. Enter our zip code: 11751. Tap on Livebrary.com Islip Public Library. 

Then, tap on Islip Public Library to add your library card by entering your barcode and library 

card password. Tap next to complete the set up. 

Searching For Books: 

¶ To search for titles, you must be on the Library page. Tap 

Library at the bottom of your screen.  

¶ You can browse featured titles on this screen or tap the 

magnify glass at the top of the screen to search for a specific 

title or author. 

¶ Tap on Explore in the navy blue bar on the Library page to see a listing of collections. Explore 

book guides for kids & teens, see whatôs new, whatôs popular, browse by subject (genre), and 

more.  

¶ A book cover with an image of earbuds underneath it, indicates the title is an audiobook. 

¶ When it says Borrow by a book cover, the book is immediately available. 
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¶ When it says Place Hold by a book cover, you have to go on the waitlist. A black and white 

calendar icon will be present, sometimes with black dots on the calendar. The more dots you 

see, the longer the wait will be. Tap on the calendar icon to see current wait times. 

¶ To get more details and a description of the book, tap the book cover. 

 

           

 

 

 

Borrowing and Downloading Books: 

¶ Tap Borrow to check out the book. 

¶ Above the book cover, it tells you how long the book is being borrowed 

for. Tap on the number of days to adjust the lending period. 

¶ You will see your digital library card displaying your loan & hold limits. 

¶ Tap on Borrow to confirm your check out. The title will begin to 

download. 

¶ You can open the book or go to your shelf. 

¶ On your Shelf page, you can view your loans (including how many 

days remain on your loan), holds, and tags (if you apply any). You can 

open your books from here and view more actions.  

Renew/Return Books and Send Books to Kindle: 

¶ You can renew an eBook within 72 hours before itôs due, if there are 

no holds on the eBook. Tap on Due: # Days, to renew. 
¶ You can return an eBook early, tap on Due: # Days to return. 
¶ You can send your eBooks to your Kindle. 

1. Go to your Shelf. 
2. Tap on Download (or Downloaded) for the title you want to 

send to kindle. 
3. Tap Send To A Device. Tap Select Your Device. Tap on 

Kindle, Amazonôs website will load, tap on Get Library Book. Sign in to your amazon 

account, then select your Kindle device. The eBook will be sent and downloaded to 

your Kindle (internet connection required).
